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Abstract

This research aims to 1) study the current, desired, and necessary conditions
regarding the provision of a learning-friendly environment for students at Taksin Rayong
International Kindergarten; 2) create a learning-friendly environment for students at
Taksin Rayong International Kindergarten; and 3) study the satisfaction of teachers and
students with the provision of a learning-friendly environment at Taksin Rayong
International Kindergarten. The population for this research consisted of 51 teachers
teaching at Taksin Rayong International Kindergarten in the first semester of the 2024
academic year, selected using purposive sampling. The sample group consisted of
2,196 students in grades 1-6 at Taksin Rayong International Kindergarten studying in
the 2024 academic year. The sample group consisted of 327 students in grades 1-6 at
Taksin Rayong International Kindergarten studying in the 2024 academic year, selected
using the Krejcie and Morgan table (1970) and simple random sampling. The research
instruments included questionnaires for teachers and questionnaires for students. The
questionnaire was used for expert analysis. Quantitative data analysis included
percentages, means, and standard deviations. Data was presented in tables with
accompanying descriptions.

The research findings showed that:

1. The results of the study on the current, desired, and necessary aspects of

creating a learning-friendly environment for students at Taksin Rayong International

Kindergarten showed that the current situation was generally at a moderate level
(WL = 3.46, G = 0.69). The desired situation was generally at the highest level (WL = 4.69,
O = 0.46). Regarding the necessary aspects of creating a learning-friendly environment,

the study found that the four most important needs for improvement were: 1st place:

Learning Management Environment (PNl ogifies = 0.38), 2nd place: Psychological



Environment (PNl ogiied = 0.36), 3rd place: Physical Environment (PN, gifieq = 0.35), and
4th place: Social Environment (PNl ogifieq = 0.34).

2. The results regarding the creation of a learning-friendly environment for
students at Taksin Rayong International Kindergarten, as assessed by experts, were at
the highest level (L = 4.71, G = 0.47), and the students' overall performance was also
at the highest level (X = 4.76, S.D. = 0.40).

3. The results of the study on teacher satisfaction with the learning-friendly
environment at Taksin Rayong International Kindergarten showed an overall average
satisfaction level of the highest level (W = 4.66, © = 0.47). Similarly, student satisfaction
with the learning-friendly environment at Taksin Rayong International Kindergarten also

showed an overall average satisfaction level of the highest level (X = 4.65, S.D. = 0.48).
